As I write my message for the last time 
in the hallowed Heritage Library office at 
the soon-to-be old Academy location on 
First Avenue, I wonder what it must 
have been like to move in here and if it 
was anything like moving to the Cultural 
Centre.  Was there as much hope, 
excitement, confusion, impatient waiting 
and – at times – anxiety?  What kind of 
new opportunities did this home afford, 
and what kind of sacrifices had to be 
made to make it work? 
 
It strikes me that we will soon be an 
entirely different school.  Just as parents 
plan their new driving routes, students 
learn the way to their new studio and 
teachers settle in to their room, so the 
inner workings of the Academy will 
necessarily change, too.

But the goal remains 
the same: “To provide high-quality music 
instruct ion, fos ter in terest and  
participation in music and increase 
musical opportunity in the community.”

Ian began his musical career in Ottawa, Ontario and brings over thirty 
years of percussion experience to his teaching.  As a professional 
musician, he has recorded and toured with various rock, jazz, R&B, and 
country groups across Canada. Mr. Lochead’s extensive and widely-varied 
live performances have included venues from clubs to concert halls, and 
from outdoor festivals to TV shows.  His studio experience as both band 
member and session player has involved records, CD and video 
productions and has received airplay in Australia, Canada and Europe.  Mr. 
Lochead has enjoyed being a member of the faculty of the Chilliwack

What drew you to your instrument, and was it your first choice? 
I always had a passion for music in general and drums in particular as long as I can remember.

My main influences at first were the great jazz drummers - Buddy Rich, Gene Krupa, Max Roach, 
Elvin Jones etc. I then started listening to rock and John Bonham, Danny Seraphine, Ringo Starr 
etc. became very important.

Anything and everything from classical to rock to jazz to opera. I enjoy it all. 
 
Do you have anything you would like to say to any of your students reading this  
or to anyone thinking about studying with you? 
The most important thing to remember is that you have to enjoy doing it. Music at any level can be 
a most rewarding experience and if it's done right even the practicing can be fun. Get out there 
and play!
