If you have driven down Corbould St, you will have noticed that the Cultural
Centre is looking quite complete. On the inside, the registration area has taken
shape, washroom fixtures are installed, doors are hung, floors are installed—
even paint is being applied in some areas. It won’t be long until the big move is
upon us in July, and then Academy students will have to plan a new route to the
Cultural Centre for their lessons.

Many of you are familiar with 89.5 The Hawk and its very generous support of the
Academy in the form of funding for new programs. This year, 25 students from the
five downtown elementary schools have joined a performance choir led by our
own Lisa Scyner. The group is called “Tayosei” which is Japanese for “diversity”
or the joining together of many into one. They performed at a couple of Christmas
events in December and now are looking forward to competing in the Chilliwack
Lion’s Club Music and Dance Festival this month. The group exists to provide
professional music training to those who cannot afford it, and is funded entirely by
89.5 The Hawk. | am also pleased to announce that through The Hawk’s funding
we will be offering $6,000 in scholarships for students who are entering their first
or second year of an accredited post-secondary music program, as well as an
additional $4,600 in bursaries to Academy families demonstrating financial need.

There are many other scholarships and bursaries available through the Academy,
including the Joanne Stoutjesdyk scholarship which benefits a student who
intends on pursuing a career as a music educator through enrolment in an
accredited post-secondary music program. Scholarships of $75 and $150 are
available to the top student in each instrumental discipline through participation in
the Scholarship Competition which will take play on May 8 and 15. Applications
for all of these awards, including needs-based bursaries, are available online. You
can discuss eligibility with your teacher.

I have barely scratched the surface of all the special programs that go on at the
Academy. Students can look forward to even more opportunities as we move into
our new home and explore the new possibilities that seem to turn up each week.

It is an exciting time to live in Chilliwack, and to be a part of the Academy of Music.

Currently | am a voice instructor at CAM, accompanist for Festival Chorus, director of
Tayosei (a performance choir for downtown elementary students), music director at
Carman United, and | have just finished Willy Wonka with CSOPA as Music Director. In
my spare time (...) | work at a CNC machine shop, which has been kind of handy when
my Jeep needs a little work!

Are you a native of Canada?
Yes. | was born and raised in Vancouver and at the age of 10, my family moved to
Coquitlam. My husband Philip & | moved around a few more times, working our way
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LML further into the Fraser Valley. Chilliwack has been home now for 15 years.

What drew you to the piano and voice?

Growing up in Coquitlam | studied Royal Conservatory piano, was part of a song & dance troupe in elementary
years and sang in our church children’s choir and adult choir in my teens. Our music director was great! Their
whole family was very involved in the music and had a big influence on me. We formed a trio and sang all styles,
our favourite being jazz.

Please describe your formal training.

As | mentioned, | did Royal Conservatory piano. For voice, | received Diplomas (and two scholarships) in Voice
and Piano from Douglas College where | studied with Leslie Allison, Ruth Suzuki, and Tasuo Hoshina in voice
and with Ellen Silverman in piano. When | moved to Chilliwack in 1996, | studied with Caroline Harder for 3 years
and with Paula Quick for 3 years. | completed a Diploma in Voice Performance and received a travel & study
scholarship from Conservatory Canada for having achieved top marks in Canada.

Were there any musicians that inspired you when you were younger?

My parents listened to the music of Benny Goodman and Dean Martin and | remember | loved listening to “Sing,
Sing, Sing.” Even though my parents did not listen to classical music too often, we usually had music playing.
Family friends from our church were also a big influence for me with piano and voice.

What CDs would I find in your car or home stereo at the moment?

My car & home radio is always tuned to CBC Radio 1 or 2 depending on which one is coming in clearer. Of
course, my iPod has a huge variety of music but right now I’'m listening to XTC, Freezepop, Foo Fighters, Beverly
Sills and Bach’s cantata 95.

Do you have anything special you would like to say to any of your students reading this or to anyone
thinking about studying with you?

It is never too late to start music lessons! Music is a gift you will have to enjoy and share with others for the rest of
your life.
