What musical activities are you currently involved in?

| participate in both the Chilliwack Symphony Orchestra and Chorus and the
Chilliwack Metropolitan Orchestra regularly. Other activities include playing with the
Fraser Valley Philharmonic Society a couple of times every year and the Canada
Day concert in Kelowna with Maestro Leonard Camplin. | am also active as a
freelance musician in the Valley playing in all kinds of events. And then of course,
there is teaching cello.
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Are you a native of Canada?

No. | grew up in Mexico, but | guess | am a citizen of the world. Besides Mexico | spent close to 5 years in the
United States as a student, and close to 6 years in Canada. | am a Canadian citizen since 2008.

What drew you to the cello, and was it your first instrument?

It was a bit of an accident. Back in the National Conservatory in Mexico, | wanted to study to become a
conductor, which gave me the freedom to choose any instrument | wanted. During the first week of class, | got
to see a student concert featuring two young brothers, ages 15 and 16, playing Vivaldi’'s double cello concerto
in G minor. It was then that | decided to take up the cello, so | went to their teacher for lessons.

Please describe your formal training.

Well, as | mentioned | attended the National Conservatory of Mexico for a few years growing up, then | traveled
to Albuquerque, New Mexico, to complete a Bachelor of Music and then | went to the University of Notre Dame
(home of the Fighting Irish) to do a Master of Music in Performance.

Were there any musicians that inspired you when you were younger?

There were many, famous and not so famous, like those 2 brothers that | mentioned earlier, and of course my
teachers, Zoia Kamisheva who taught me the basics, Joanna de Keyser and Karen Buranskas at Notre Dame
and Dr Emil Awad, who turned me into a music theory geek. As far as famous people go, | met Yo Yo Ma in
1994 and played for him for a few minutes. That was inspiring!

What music would | find playing in your car or home at the moment?

That is a funny question, because | listen to Radio Canada most of the time, which has very little music. At
home | find myself watching Galician bagpiper, Carlos Nunez, a lot (on You Tube). I like many other folk artists
as well as baroque music played on original instruments.

Do you have anything special that you would like to say to any of your students reading this, or to
anyone thinking about studying with you?

| would say, DARE TO BE DIFFERENT! There is nothing wrong with learning the piano or the violin, it's just that
everyone else is doing that. Come and learn the cello, you won’t be disappointed!

Pedagogy for Advanced Singers

Open to singers in RCM grade 7 level and above, this 9-day course introduces students to principles of vocal technique.
Participants will examine the physiology of the voice, and study some of the aspects of good singing (i.e. posture,
breathing and support) from a scientific basis. Further topics include phonation, articulation, registration, resonation and
voice classification. This course is suitable for students/adults with previous voice lesson experience, and is a good
introduction for anyone interested in preparing for the first section of the RCM Teacher’s ARCT, Viva Voce exam.

Returning Students:

Early Registration will take place in the month of June, on a “first come first served” basis. A deposit of $80 and all post dated
cheques or signed credit card authorization will hold your lesson time and confirm your registration for the fall 2010-11 term.
The deposit is non-refundable but becomes a credit towards the first payment.

Registrations not renewed by the end of June will be processed as per “New Students” below.

New Students:

Early Registration is on a “first come first served” basis, beginning July 5™ and continuing until August 31%. A deposit of $80
(non-refundable) and all post-dated cheques or signed credit card authorization will hold your lesson time and confirm your
registration for the fall 2010-11 term. As of September 1% and ongoing, tuition is calculated according to the number of weeks
left in the term, and payments must be arranged at the time of registration, as per the payment plan options.

Summer Students:
Registration will take place in the month of June. Payment in full is required prior to commencement of lessons.
